1. The Meeting was called to order at 7:02 followed by introductions. 
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2. Request for Determination
a. Constellation Mystic Power and Exelon representative attended the meeting to present the determination of applicability for the bank restoration at the Constellation Mystic Power plant. 
b. A portion of the bank has begun to erode. To mediate the erosion the applicant will use 20 foot long concrete blocks. The blocks will stabilize the area. About 4 to 6 blocks will be used. 
c. The project will take about1 full week to complete. There will be no construction or activity in the water. 
d. Motion to issue a negative determination of applicability made by Eamon Kernan. Seconded by Rita Hashem. All Commissioners voted in favor. 

3. Order of Conditions Amendment
a. Representatives from Encore attended the meeting to present the Order of Conditions 022-0098 for amendment. 
b. There is a change to the grading at the Encore site in the South East corner of the property. 
c. The Commission determined that this was a minor change to the original order of conditions and the exiting conditions could be amended. 
d. Eamon Kernan made a motion to amend the original order of conditions. Maeve Kernan seconded the motion. All Commissioners voted in favor. 

4. Permit Expiration Extension
a. Encore representatives requested the order of conditions 022-098 expiration date be extended another 3 years. The conditions expire in September of 2018. 
b. Eamon Kernan made a motion to extend the Conditions until 2021. Rita Hashem seconded. All Commissioners voted in favor of the extension. 

5. Emergency Certification Form
a. Greg McBride from CZM presented the Emergency Certification Form for the Eversource pipe leak in the Mystic River. A cable under the water began to leak. A sheen on the water was noticed on April 12th, 2018. The leak traveled about one mile and was also seen at Draw 7 Park in Somerville. Clean Harbors has been working on the clean-up process 7 days a week. 
b. CZM requested that the Commission accept the clean-up work as an emergency and sign the emergency certification form. 
c. A motion was made to accept and sign the emergency certification form by Rita Hashem. It was seconded by Eamon Kernan. All voted in favor. 

6. Inquiries
a. Arcadis Consulting attended the meeting to obtain more information about a potential paving project. Arcadis wanted to pave an area of Market Street for a parking lot and wanted to know what the next steps would be.
b. The Commission reviewed the information provided and asked Arcadis to come back to the Commission with a request for determination for the project. 
c. Kim Ripley from Encore attended the meeting to discuss the Harborwalk Connector Staging Area. In the original NOI Encore failed to include a staging area. Encore attended the meeting to ask if an amendment to the original order of conditions would be required. Since the staging area will be near the river and temporarily hold excavated fill, the Commission asked that Encore attend the next meeting and amend the original order of conditions. 

7. Other Updates
a. 2011 National Grid Order of Conditions: The 2011 Notice of Intent from National Grid was recovered. At this time the 2006 Notice of Intent was not. The Commission will wait until National Grid requests a COC approval before moving forward.
